Table of contents

At the current status of the wiki markup language,  having at  least  four headers on a page tr iggers the table of contents
(TOC) to appear in front of the first header (or after introductory sections). Putting __TOC__ anywhere forces the TOC
to appear at that point (instead of just before the first header). Putting __NOTOC__ anywhere forces the TOC to
disappear.  See also compact  TOC for alphabet and year headings.

NUMBEROFARTICLES is  the number of pages in the main namespace which contain a l ink and are not a redirect ,  in
other words number of art icles,  stubs containing a l ink,  and disambiguation pages.  

CURRENTMONTHNAMEGEN is  the genitive (possessive) grammatical  form of the month name, as used in some
languages; CURRENTMONTHNAME is the nominative (subject) form, as usually seen in English. 

In languages where it  makes a difference, you can use constructs like {{grammar:case|word}} to convert a word from the
nominative case to some other case. For example, {{grammar:genitive|{{CURRENTMONTHNAME}}}} means the same as
{{CURRENTMONTHNAMEGEN}}.
